
Dear Patron, 
 

Each year, students complete a variety of standardized tests at various grade levels that provide a partial 
picture of student achievement. In addition to reviewing the results from these tests, we also review the 
quality of students’ daily work, scores from classroom tests and other sources of information to form a well-
rounded picture of student achievement. 
 

There were several changes that impacted assessments in the 2006-2007 school year and continue to be 
reflected in the current reporting. Due to issues with the web-based assessment vendor, the Oregon 
Department of Education halted online testing for that year. As a result, paper and pencil tests were given 
statewide, and only in reading and mathematics. Science testing was suspended for the 2006-2007 school 
year, therefore no science data is reported for that year.  
 

In 2010-11, the mathematic academic performance standards, or cut scores, were raised at each grade level 
in order to more accurately assess students at an appropriate and higher level of difficulty. The following chart 
shows the previous performance standards as well as the new performance standards for 2010-2011: 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Although it is not shown on the report card, we would also like to share that all 13 Lake Oswego schools met 
this year's higher performance targets set by the State of Oregon for Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) under 
the federal No Child Left Behind Act. 
 

We use the information from standardized tests to analyze the effectiveness of our teaching strategies and 
target areas for improving student achievement. Teachers and administrators monitor student performance 
regularly and adjust instruction as needed to support student learning.  We will also continue to use the 
results of various tests to determine whether students are eligible for academic certifications in four areas: 
reading, writing, mathematics, and science. 
 

We hope that you find the test results included in this Report Card informative and find, as we do, satisfaction 
in the high levels of student achievement that they depict. Please feel free to direct questions or concerns you 
may have regarding our student assessment program to my office.

SAT & ACT Results 

The results summarized in this section compare Lake Oswego seniors with other seniors in the United 
States and Oregon who have taken the SAT and the ACT. Lake Oswego students consistently perform very 
well compared with other high school students. Our mean scores are particularly good in light of the high 
percentage of graduating seniors who take these tests. The total score for the SAT is 2400. The total score 
for the ACT is 36.

 The SAT is an aptitude test in reasoning and 
logic in math, reading/grammar, and writing. Points 
are lost for incorrect answers, so students are not 
advised to “guess blindly”. The total score for the 
SAT is 2400, the national average is 1500.  

 The ACT is an achievement test measuring 
what students have learned in reading, math, gram-
mar, and science. There is no penalty for incorrect 
answers. The total score for the ACT is 36, the na-
tional average is 21.
